RESIDENTS HELP REQUIRED IN SEVERE WEATHER

Volunteers are once again being sought by
Wellington Town Council for a special data-
base it is putting together of people who

The initiative was set up following the town
council 6s experience
snow and ice conditions triggered a deluge
of phone calls and enquiries from %
people needing help.

Councillors looked at a number of
ways the town council could pro-
vide greater assistance to local
residents and the idea of organising a data-
base of volunteers was agreed as a prior-
ity.

Responsibility for the road winter service
lies with the county council and salting the
highways is carried out to assist with the
safe movement of vehicles, however re-
sources are not available to treat all roads.
During the last snow and ice spell the
county council provided the town council
with a number of grit bags which were
made available for the public to pick up and
use in problem areas.
