VOLUNTEERS in 
Wellington are 
needed to get in-
volved in a scheme 
aimed at curbing 
speeding vehicles. 
A Community 
Speed Watch train-
ing session has 
been organised for 
Thursday April 8 which will 
enable participants to monitor 
motorists and discourage 
them from driving faster than 
the speed limit. 
Motorists who speed through 
residential neighbourhoods 
are very often unaware of the 
impact their actions have on 
local residents, or the danger 
they pose to other road us-
ers.  
In 2006, the Annual Report 
for Road Casualties in Great 
Britain published by the De-
partment for Transport con-
cluded that the cost to the tax 
payer and local commerce in 
the Avon and Somerset area 
was in excess of Ã159 million 
as a result of fatal and seri-
ous injury collisions. 
A Community Speed Watch 
can be set up in any village, 
small town, or urban area, 
governed by either a 30 or 40 
miles per hour speed limit, to 
discourage drivers and mo-
torcyclists from driving faster 
than the set speed limit. 
Speed Watch is a partnership 
between the Community, the 
Police, Fire Service, Parish 
Council, and County Council,

with an aim to tackle the 
problem of speeding mo-
torists, therefore improving 
the quality of life of the lo-
cal residents. 
The scheme relies on local 
residents, who are willing 
to volunteer a small 

amount of time each week 
to monitor speeds with 
speed detection equipment  
Persistent offenders will 
receive a second warning 
letter, and on a third occa-
sion, offenders can expect 
further action by police.
