25. APPLICATIONS TO BE DETERMINED BY TOWN COUNCIL:
(a) Erection of car port at 20, Monument Close, Wellington (43/15/0050) 
A local resident spoke on the application. 

Resolved that permission be refused for the reasons detailed in the Planning Officer’s report. The car port extension was considered to be an incongruous addition to the street scene and detracted from the character and visual amenity of the area.
(b) Replacement of conservatory with the erection of a two storey extension to the rear of 12 Lyddon Close, Wellington (43/15/0060) 
This item was deferred until the July planning meeting at the request of Taunton Deane Borough Council.
(c) Erection of rear single storey extension at 19, Chestnut Close, Wellington TA21 8ET (43/15/0049) 
Resolved that permission be granted.

(d) Demolition of garage and erection of single storey extension to the side and rear of 2 Wayside Cottages, Pyles Thorne Wellington (43/15/0052) 
Resolved that permission be granted.
(e) Replacement of conservatory with the erection of a single storey extension to the rear including formation of new window on east elevation at 68, Richards Close, Wellington (43/15/0057) 
Resolved that permission be granted.
(f) Demolition of conservatory and erection of rear extension at 57, Immendstadt Drive, Wellington TA21 9PT (43/15/0056)
