· The first floor extension, by virtue of its design and lack of subservience,


appears as an incongruous addition to the street scene of largely


bungalows, detracting from the character and visual amenity of the area


contrary to Policy DM1(d) of the Taunton Deane Core Strategy and retained


Policy H17(C) of the Local Plan.

Recommended that permission be granted subject to the increased drainage requirement being implemented.
(b) Application to carry out management work to one sycamore tree included in Taunton Deane Borough (Wellington no.2) tree preservation order 1994 at 4, Pyles Thorne Road, Wellington (TD616) (43/15/0048/T)

Recommended that permission be granted in accordance with the Tree Officer.
(c) Variation of condition no 2 (approved plans) of application 43/12/0081 on land to the rear of 39A Mantle Street, Wellington as amended (43/15/0082)
The Town Council re-iterate its previous view that 3 properties on this site would be an overdevelopment. It continues therefore to recommend refusal and strongly suggests that action be taken to implement the original planning permission.
