42. APPLICATIONS TO BE DETERMINED BY TOWN COUNCIL:

(a) Erection of a single storey extension to the front and a two storey extension to the side of 21 John Grinter Way, Wellington (43/16/0054)
Resolved that permission be granted.
(b) Proposed two storey extension to the side at 61 Gillards Close, Rockwell Green, Wellington (43/16/0038)

Resolved that permission be granted.
43. TO CONSIDER WHAT COMMENTS TO MAKE ON THE FOLLOWING APPLICATIONS THAT WILL BE DETERMINED BY TAUNTON DEANE BOROUGH COUNCIL OR SOMERSET COUNTY COUNCIL:

(a) Erection of dwelling to the rear of 29-31 North Street, Wellington (43/16/0036) (amended application)

Members considered that no significant amendments had been made to the application.
Recommended that permission be refused for the following reasons:-

· The proposal would be overbearing on neighbouring properties creating a loss of privacy and light;

· The proposal is out of keeping and would have an adverse impact on the surrounding area

(b) Replacement of windows and externally applied insulation with render finish at 27 Mantle Street, Wellington (43/16/0057)

(c) Display of internally illuminated signage lettering at the entrance of Wellesley Hospital, Westpark, Chelston (43/16/0062A)
Recommended that permission be granted subject to the lighting being switched off from 8pm to 8am.
(d) Construction of additional tennis court and associated works, including erection of fencing and alterations to access arrangements at Wellington Tennis Club, Courtland Road, Wellington (43/16/0066)
Recommended that permission be granted.
44. Site Allocation and Development Management Plan – Main Modifications Consultation

The Taunton Deane Borough Council Site Allocations and Development Management Plan had been published for formal representations and had been submitted to the Secretary of State for Examination after the consultation period.  An independent inspector had conducted a public examination of the SADMP and his preliminary view was that the Main Modifications put forward are all that was necessary to make the Plan sound.  The Main Modifications have been published for a 6 week consultation period from 3 June to 15 July 2016.

The only minor proposal affecting Wellington in the SADMP, MM29, referred to the deletion of Policy Ref WEL2.  This was a proposed extension to the Sewage Treatment Works at Tonedale and was an adopted Local Plan allocation.  However, Historic England had objected on the grounds of impact on Nynehead Historic Park and Garden. Wessex Water had indicated that it was not necessary for the allocation to be retained and this was the basis for its proposed deletion.
