12. REPORTS BACK FROM COMMITTEES, SUB GROUPS AND OUTSIDE BODIES
(a) Youth Voice
Youth Voice has started again this academic year working closely with Court Fields School. This gives a variety of local young people an opportunity to have their opinions heard by adults that make decisions on their behalf. Pupils are worked with in small groups and asked a variety of questions about life in Wellington. We have been working this way now for a year. 

The impact of the focus groups in that time has been impressive. 

At the very last they have made Wellington Town Council, local Police, Children’s Support Services, Housing, Street Pastors and Wellington One Team more aware of the concerns and needs of the young people in the town. 

It has helped the Town Council to make a decision to put more funding into Youth Services. 

It has contributed towards the developed strategy that has been put in place to help deal with the most difficult teens in the area. 

Youth Voice has helped inform the Street Pastors, who are out on Friday evenings, dealing with the young people they interact with. 

It has influenced the Christmas Lights and the Switch on event which have been altered this year. 

Youth Voice has helped the Fire Serve when tackling some behaviours at Tone Mill. 

It has helped inform the police and match up with their intel the behaviours of young people in Wellington. 

The outcomes of Youth Voice have contributed to the Wellington One Community Plan.
