171. APPLICATIONS TO BE DETERMINED BY TOWN COUNCIL:

(a) Erection of front ground floor extension and installation of window to the first floor south west elevation at 25, Birch Road, Wellington (43/16/0131) 
Resolved that permission be granted.
(b) Erection of single storey extension and installation of 2 no. roof lights to the rear of 4 Farthings Pitts, Foxdown Hill, Wellington (43/16/0136) 

Resolved that permission be granted.
172. TO CONSIDER WHAT COMMENTS TO MAKE ON THE FOLLOWING APPLICATIONS THAT WILL BE DETERMINED BY TAUNTON DEANE BOROUGH COUNCIL OR SOMERSET COUNTY COUNCIL:

(a) Variation of Condition No. 39 (approved plans as added by Non-Material Amendment application 43/16/0039) of application 43/07/0092 to amend plans and elevations on Block H to accommodate an additional 6 No. apartments, giving a total of 69, at Tonedale Mill, Wellington (43/15/0151).

The planning officer explained the misleading description. The application was submitted to apply to build the development in stages rather than seeking permission of additional plots. 

A member of the public spoke on this item. 

Recommended that the following comments be submitted.

· Wellington Town Council support development of the site rather than remaining derelict. However, hope to see a development of the entire site rather than a piecemeal approach. 

· The Town Council feel it is extremely important that the site be secured, for public safety. 

· The Town Council wish to see Weavers Reach adopted as part of this development. 
(b) Erection of 29 No. residential dwellings with associated infrastructure & public open space on land adjacent to Popes Lane, Rockwell Green, Wellington (43/16/0135)

7 members of the public spoke on this item.

Recommended that permission be refused for the following reasons:

· The application does not fall within land contained in the local plan and Core Strategy.

· The application would create highway safety concerns by increasing vehicular movement on Popes Lane along with inadequate access to the development. 

· There would be a detrimental flooding and drainage impact on neighbouring properties and the surrounding areas.
· This development would result in a loss of open countryside.

· The application would cause a loss of wildlife on the site. 

· If given permission the application would set a precedent for future development in the surrounding area.
