104. APPLICATIONS TO BE DETERMINED BY TOWN COUNCIL:

(a) Conversion of garage to habitable accommodation at 8 Hawthorne Road, Wellington (43/17/0100)

Unfortunately the Planning Officer did not attend the meeting which meant that in accordance with the terms of the Planning Delegation Agreement it would not be possible to determine this application. However, when the application could be considered, the Town Council would be minded to make the following decision:

(a) Formation of 16 additional all weather pitches with access tarmac road, service points, motor van waste point and installation of caravan wash down area with foul pump station at Cadeside Caravan Club Site, Nynehead Road, Wellington (43/17/0093)

Recommended that permission be granted.

(b) Reserved Matters application following outline application(43/06/0016) for the construction of Blocks B & 14B (Use Classes B1/B2 and B8) at land adjoining Chelston House Farm, Chelston (43/17/0098)

Recommended that permission be granted. It was considered that the oak tree shown on the plan should not being felled and should be the subject of a tree management plan.
(c) Various internal and external alterations to Barn 6, Nowers Farm, Popes Lane, Wellington (43/17/0096/LB)
Recommended that no objection be raised.

(d) Application to fell one Oak tree included in Taunton Deane Borough (Wellington No. 1) Tree Preservation Order 1996 on land north of Jurston Farm, ST150208 (TD 674)
Recommended that consent be refused. The proposal was to facilitate the laying of a sewer and it was considered that with a minor diversion of the route it would be possible to bypass this important protected tree.
