213. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
Councillors Bowrah and Reed declared interests as members of Taunton Deane Borough Council’s Planning Committee and therefore reserved the right to vote differently at Taunton Deane Borough Council’s Planning Committee meeting as different facts could be placed before them. 
Councillor Govier declared an interest as a possible substitute for TDBC’s Planning Committee
214. TO CONSIDER WHAT COMMENTS TO MAKE ON THE FOLLOWING APPLICATIONS THAT WILL BE DETERMINED BY TAUNTON DEANE BOROUGH COUNCIL OR SOMERSET COUNTY COUNCIL:

(a) Prior approval for proposed change of use from agricultural building to 2 no. dwelling houses (Class C3) and associated building operations at Nowers Farm, Popes Lane, Wellington (43/18/0016/CQ)

Councillors discussed the site with some concerns for overdevelopment. However, the majority welcomed the development of disused buildings rather than erecting new ones. 

Recommended that permission be granted. 

Items 4b) & c) were taken together

(b) Alterations and erection of extension to outbuilding to form residential annexe at Linden Cottage, Linden Hill, Wellington (43/17/0141)

(c) Erection of single storey side extension with mezzanine and glazed link to main dwelling at Linden Cottage, Linden Hill, Wellington (43/17/0143)

The applicant spoke on these items.

Most Councillors supported the sympathetic way the building had been worked on so far although there was some concern for the development on a listed building.

Recommended that permission be granted. 
(d) Notification to fell one Lawson cypress tree within Wellington Conservation Area at 1, Southside, Eight Acre Lane, Wellington (43/18/0004/T)

This application had already been determined by TDBC. 

Concern was expressed that the online account of this application indicated that no comment had been made by Wellington Town Council when in fact the Town Council had not yet considered the application. Members were unhappy with the precedent that this might set whereby this Council would be asked for comments after a decision had been made.
Recommended that the decision to grant permission be noted and that strong representations be made to TDBC regarding the process where applications are determined before the views of the Town Council have been asked for or received. 
215. LAND WEST OF BAGLEY ROAD ROCKWELL GREEN, WELLINGTON – GLANDMAN DEVELOPMENTS.

Outline application with all matters reserved, except for means of access, for the erection of up to 205 dwellings and up to 60 apartments with care (Class C2), with public open space, landscaping, sustainable drainage system and vehicular access points from Exeter Road on land to the west of Bagley Road, Rockwell Green.
