9. TO DECIDE GRANT APPLICATIONS
a) Wellington Cricket Club

Wellington Cricket Club is along-established sport club providing the opportunity to learn and play cricket in an encouraging and safe environment. As in previous years the club is asking for financial assistance for its very successful series of winter coaching sessions for the young people of the area. These sessions have been running since 2010.
The amount requested totals £1050.00. The award would be used to hire Court Fields Community School Sports Hall for 10 sessions of 3 hours at a cost of £105.00 per session, starting in January 2020. Previously the club has received a grant of around £1,000 for each of the last 4 years.

b)  Wellington Choral Society

Wellington Choral Society is the oldest choir in Wellington and has existed since 1940.  Its aim is to learn and present sacred and secular works and to support other musical and charitable activities.  The group has around 80 members of all ages.  This application is for £1,547.45 to buy lighting.  The society would use £409.35 of its own money towards this project but has not applied for funding from any other source.  It received a town council grant of £2,997.36 in November 2017 to buy staging.  Both the staging and lighting would be made available for other groups to use.
