(a) the provision, improvement, replacement, operation or maintenance of infrastructure; or

(b) anything else that is concerned with addressing the demands that development places on an area.”
The Council’s CIL balance is currently £9,388.00. Funds have to be spent within 5 years of receipt, or returned to the District Council. Of the total funds available £1068.75 has to be spent before end of March 2023 and the remaining £8319.25 by March 2024.
