7. TO DECIDE GRANT APPLICATIONS
(a) Churches Together in Wellington

An application for a £200 grant has been received from Churches Together in Wellington (CTW). Each year CTW put on a Fun day for residents in and around Howard Road, the idea being for the community to come together and share in some fun activities. Additional funding of £200 towards the overall cost of approximately £600 has been requested from the Taunton Deane Residents’ Community Fund, and a small collection on the day also offsets overall costs. The application has been forwarded to Councillors.
(b) Wellington Mills Community Interest Company (WMCIC)

A grant application has been received requesting an award of £950 towards the ongoing activities of the group in trying to bring to fruition a Community Development at Tonedale. Proposed costs include research into similar developments plus further public consultation events, including venue hire, printing and professional assistance. Funding from other sources totalling £6,300 has been awarded. The application has been forwarded to Councillors, with a copy of the CIC’s Articles of Association to follow.
8. TO CONSIDER DEFIBRILLATOR TRAINING
The defibrillator at Rockwell Green has now been commissioned and is operational. Free-of-charge training is available, which would be a 3-hour session on a Saturday morning, for a maximum of 20 persons. Expressions of interest will be taken.

9. TO CONSIDER A JOINT PUBLIC EVENT WITH THE ROYAL BRITISH LEGION TO COMMEMORATE THE 75th ANNIVERSARY OF THE D DAY LANDINGS
2019 marks the 75th anniversary of the Normandy Beach Landings. The Council has been contacted by the local branch of the Royal British Legion (RBL) to request consideration of a joint commemoration on the weekend following the 6th June 2019. The proposal was to have a simple ceremony along the same lines of the civic Armed Forces day (29th June this year) including having the Mayor lay a commemorative wreath in the town park. The RBL Chaplain has expressed a preference for Saturday 7th June rather than Sunday 8th June.

(a) Allotments Committee

(b) Neighbourhood Plan Working Group

The next meeting of the group – to be arranged for mid March - will consider key planning themes and objectives, so as to have a working framework in place for the post-election Council.
