1. ELECTION OF TOWN MAYOR FOR 2016-2017
On the proposition of Councillor Brown, seconded by Councillor James, it was unanimously resolved that Councillor Robert Bowrah B.E.M. be elected as Town Mayor for 2016/17. Councillor Bowrah thanked councillors for giving him the opportunity to undertake the role in the forthcoming year and signed the declaration of acceptance of office. He thanked the outgoing Mayor, who had been ably supported by her Consort, her husband Ian, for the dignified and conscientious way in which she had carried out her duties throughout a very busy year.
On the motion of Councillor Govier , seconded by Councillor Bowrah it was unanimously resolved that the best thanks of the Council be accorded to Councillor Janet Lloyd for the manner in which she had discharged the duties of the office of Mayor of the town during her term of office.
The Mayor presented Councillor Lloyd with her Past Mayor’s Badge.
